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 Down through history, movements great and 
small have been inspired by short, memorable 
statements, which arouses people to take action 
and encourages them to persevere through 
challenges and difficulties.  We call them catch 
phrases, mottos or slogans.  We have also called 
them battle cries and rallying points.  
  
To rally the United States in World War I I  we 
heard ÒRemember Pearl Harbor!Ó  To encourage 
people to vote for a candidate in the 1840 Log 
Cabin campaign people heard ÒTippecanoe and 
Tyler too.Ó  Or in more recent times, Martin 
Luther King Jr. Ôs words ÒI have a dream,Ó have 
held a powerful meaning, as well as Ronald 
ReaganÕs ÒMr. Gorbachev, tear down this wall!Ó   
 
Businesses have catch phrases to let people know 
the identity of their product, what has become to 
be known as a companyÕs Òbrand.Ó  Who has not  
heard, for example, ÒWhen E.F. Hutton talks, 
people listen,Ó or ÒCoke, itÕs the real thing,Ó or  
ÒKFC, we do chicken rightÓ ?  Each of these 
phrases is meant to tell you something good 
about the company or the product of the 
company that would entice you to want to buy 
from that company.   
  
This was one of the important points people from 
our denomination were trying to tell us at the 
ÒChurch Vitali ty: Ready, Set, GrowÓ workshop 
that I  and several others from our church 
attended.  The workshop leaders stressed that 
each congregation needs to come up with a short, 
concise statement of its identi ty and purpose of 
no more than six to seven words.  The leaders 
impressed upon us that these identi ty statements 
are different from vision statements or mission 
statements.  These identi ty statements are meant 
to be a memorable catch phrase, a rallying point 
or even a Òbattle cryÓ which every one can easi ly 
pick up and remember. 
 
A catch phrase which is accepted by a consensus 
of a congregation can have a powerful uni fying 
influence.  With an identi ty statement, the 

members can understand better who they are as 
a church and what their purpose is.   
 
With this in mind, PilgrimÕs Vitality team is 
organizing a number of small group gatherings 
for the members and fr iends of Pi lgrim to 
participate in during the middle of September.  
Reminiscent of previous Òtables of eightÓ or the 
Òneighborhood visi tsÓ I  did when I  first came to 
Pilgrim, we are going to offer a time of some good 
food and casual conversation about what is 
important to you about Pi lgrim.  There wi ll be 
five standard questions for each gathering and 
then an exercise to come up with either some key 
words or a six to seven word phrase.  After these 
small groups have met and come up with key 
words or a statement i tself, the Vitali ty team wi ll  
review what the groups came up with and present 
a few statements to the congregation for i ts 
approval.  We hope to Òdiscover Pi lgrimÕs heartÓ 
in this exercise and come up with a statement of 
our identity and purpose that most of us can 
agree on and believe in. 
 
Some examples from other churches are: ÒFirst 
grace, then faith, then worksÓ(from First Grace 
UCC);  ÒJesus loves you -- This we know!Ó;  
ÒStrangers no moreÓ;  Making GodÕs love visibleÓ; 
ÒKeeping fai th, reaching out, welcoming all!Ó;  
ÒLoving God, loving one another, loving the 
worldÓ; ÒCelebrating God, Walking with Jesus, 
living the fai th.Ó  These are just samples to prime 
the pump of your creativi ty. 
 
I  hope you will attend one of the small group 
gatherings and share what is important to you 
about Pi lgrim Church.  We need everyoneÕs input 
and contribution.  Let us come together and 
discover what is important to us as a 
congregation -- discover what is the heart of our 
church -- so we may start living and working 
together as one body, the Body of Christ.
