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PONDERI NG OUR FA I TH  I DENT I TY  
 

     How do you sum up the 
identity of a church?  What 
could you say that would say it 
for our church?  The Vitality 
Ministry Team has worked this 
last fall and winter for our 
congregation to come up with a 

concise statement of PilgrimÕs identity.  They 
sponsored a number of gatherings to produce a short 
phrase to describe the long and the short of our 
congregation.  A list of the statements from those 
gatherings was presented to the congregation to 
vote on.  There was a tie, and those two statements 
were voted on.  The clear winner was ÒLove Think 
Serve.Ó 
     These three words will be used to promote our 
unique identity.  It will be used on PilgrimÕs web 
site and in promotional materials.  It will be used in 
commercials and on signs.  And it will give each of 
us a starting point to tell people about Pilgrim 
Church in our conversations.   
     But what do these three words, Love Think 
Serve mean, and how do they describe our church?  
I hope that we all will engage in discussions about 
its meaning and how it describes who we are and 
what we are about.  Please talk about it in your team 
and committee meetings.  Talk about it over coffee 
at fellowship time and during work on some 
project.  Let me give you some food for thought and 
some ideas for discussion starters. 
     LOVE.  We, the members of Pilgrim Church, 
like all other Christians are called upon to love.  
First and foremost, we are to love the Lord our God 
with all of our heart, soul, mind and strength.  
Second, we are to love our neighbors as we would 
love ourselves.  These are the two great 
commandments which sum up all the other 
commandments.  The source of our love is the love 
of God.  The first letter of John says that ÒGod is 
love,Ó and that we love because God first loved us. 
GodÕs essential nature is love, therefore we should 
love one another and make God real to people who 
do not yet know it.    
     Love comes first in our identity statement 
because love is most important.  Love defines who 
God is and what a Christian does.   We at Pilgrim 
love God and love one another, constantly striving 
to love better each day.  We want Pilgrim to be 
known as a loving place to be -- a place where Òno 
matter who you are, or where you are on lifeÕs 
journey, you are welcome here.Ó 
    THINK.  As the previous statement says, we 
understand that people are at different places in 
their faith journey.  We do not believe in Òcookie-

cutter ChristiansÓ or in a faith that is Òone size fits 
all.Ó  We can all grow in faith until the day we die.  
Hopefully, our faith grows deeper, stronger and 
closer to God.  We believe love is the most 
important part of our growing in faith, but we also 
believe in using our minds, our intellect.  We 
encourage people to think for themselves and not 
just accept blindly a creed of a standardized 
statement of faith.  We are not afraid to ask 
questions about our faith so we can grow. 
    We also think about the problems and suffering 
in the world and we think of ways that we can help 
to lovingly solve problems and end suffering.  We 
think with a concerned and caring attitude, and we 
think creatively and constructively for the building 
of GodÕs Kingdom.  We use our minds to learn 
knowing that faith and science are different 
approaches to understanding the universe, but that 
they are not exclusive.  We believe that God gave 
us a marvelous brain which we are to use to GodÕs 
glory, according to GodÕs will to love one another 
by making life better. 
     SERVE.  We are the servants of God.  We serve 
GodÕs will and not our own.  We seek to know 
GodÕs will and then live it out as best we are able.  
God is our master and our Lord who calls us to 
serve, because in GodÕs service we find the most 
fulfilling of all lives that we could live.  We serve 
by sharing the good news of GodÕs love, seeking 
justice for all people, working to free people from 
their fears and oppression, and to promote healing 
and reconciliation of body, mind and spirit.  Our 
service is inspired by love, and guided by the Holy 
Spirit, we use our minds to find ways to understand 
a problem and to discover solutions.  ÒServeÓ means 
that we put our love and thought into action.  Jesus 
said that the greatest among us is the one who is the 
servant of all.   
     Love Think Serve are three words which may 
seem too simple and inadequate as a statement of 
identity for our church.  But these three words 
contain an abundance of meaning.  Just as the 
United Church of ChristÕs red comma symbolizes 
something far beyond a punctuation mark, and is a 
great conversation starter, so too are these three 
words an opportunity for us to talk about our church 
to others.   
     Please think about these three words and ponder 
how they relate to your faith, your calling from God 
and what God is calling Pilgrim Church to be and to 
do.  Love Think Serve is just a beginning for 
understanding, exploring and sharing our faith.

Small Group Ministries and 
Strong Churches 
    Just recently, weÕve launched a series of small 
groups which meet once a month and are centered 
around a specific interest.  Our prayer group started 
Wednesday January 27th, the parenting group starts 
the first Friday in February, and we hope to have a 
sewing/knitting group and another book study group 
start soon.  In all the current material on church 
growth and development, small groups are an 
integral part of the strategy. 
     Over the last several decades, American religion 
has been taken by storm by the mega church 
movement.  These are new churches, usually started 
by a charismatic leader, which are built from the 
ground up but are quickly able to attract massive 
numbers of worshippers.  For example, Willow 
Creek, founded in Illinois in the 1970s, has an 
average worship attendance of over 3,000.  While 
many of these churches have a very different 
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theological slant than Pilgrim, thereÕs much we can 
learn from the way they have structured their 
communities. 
     In most of these mega churches, Sunday 
morning worship is not the most important part of 
the communityÕs life.  Sunday worship is what 
initially attracts people to the worshipping 
community, but it is not the primary avenue for 
spiritual growth, fellowship, or outreach.  All of 
these things happen during the week in small group 
cell meetings.  The model works like this:  After 
someone has been attending worship for a few 
weeks, they are invited into a small group, based on 
age, geographic location, or some other factor.  
These small groups meet once a week, usually at a 
members house, and are led by another member 
(rather than a pastor) who is trained in leading 
groups.  The pastorÕs primary responsibility in 
managing the small groups is in directing and 
guiding the leaders. 
     There are some obvious benefits to this model.  
While Sunday morning worship will always be 
important to Pilgrim, it is easy for newer folks to 
attend worship, say hi to a few people during coffee 
hour, and then go home again, never feeling like 
they are really a part of our community.  If you 
think back on your time at Pilgrim and look at the 
relationships you have formed, youÕll probably 
agree that they didnÕt happen during Sunday 
worship Ð they grew while you were serving 
together on a team, or because you participated in a 
Circle together, or because you both worked in the 
ChildrenÕs Closet.  Small groups are a way to begin 
to invite new folks deeper into the life of our 
church, so that one day they will feel invested 
enough in the community to serve on a team, to 
teach Sunday School, to sing in the choir, to help 
with maintenance, or even serve as an officer.  But 
the process of bringing people into our community 
needs to start somewhere Ð very few people will 
feel called to jump into serving on a team right 
away.  Hopefully, our small group ministries will be 
a way to bring us closer together as a community, 
give newer Pilgrims an avenue for becoming more 
comfortable in our community, and help us all to 
grow in our faith.

Bring the kids with you, and 
weÕll all share a meal together, then have the kids 
leave for activities while we talk about the 
challenges weÕre facing as parents and work to offer 
support to each other in a discussion session lead by 
Shantana and Brandon.  An evening of food and 
fellowship with free babysitting Ð itÕs almost as 
good as a date night!

Prayer Group Ð Our monthly prayer group will meet 
again on Wednesday, February24th, at 7 pm.  WeÕll 
meet for an hour to talk about ways to pray, what 
prayer can do for our lives, and how we can support 
each other in prayer.  And weÕll spend a lot of the 
time practicing and working on becoming more 
comfortable with prayer.  If prayer is a central part 
of your spiritual life, please come to share your 
experiences and pray with other Pilgrims.  And if 
youÕre not comfortable with praying or donÕt know 
how, come to learn.  We hope youÕll join us for this 
journey into the heart of spirituality.
